Where your answers are compatible we have combined data and where it is different we have reported it separately.

(  It is important that you now put aside some of your project time to reading all this data collected so you can plan how you are going to make best use of the remaining project time.

1.   Hopes and Dreams section 

We hope you will enjoy reading this document carefully and see what needs to be done in the next year to actualise your dreams and to support those of others.

We plan to use the themes that emerged from the data as the main thrust of the evaluation mid way and at the end of the project . For example, how well do you think we are doing with Theme 1A , International Development, eg. making stronger contact.

2.   The ICT Equipment Questionnaire

These returns have been compiled on a giant Excel document so you can see the comparisons between different countries for the different questions. Katerina has coloured the columns for clarity. The questions were around what ICT equipment you have, what you want, how you are able to use it, what you need to use it efficiently and what is realistic in the timescale of the project.

All the replies indicate that people want to use the best technology for VTI and that it must be compatible with computers for easy editing. There is mention of the new Hard Drive Cameras and particularly interesting are the new memory card cameras which can record up to one hour of video and can be transferred directly onto the computer by card through a memory card slot just like a digital still camera. These cameras are relatively cheap. The format of these new films in usually MPEG2 which can be edited with the Movie Maker standard package in Windows Vista  but also with Pinnacle and Quicktime Pro. VHS Recorders do not seem to be used much now with DVD Players taking over. There is a demand to start using web cameras more so perhaps we should all try to make contact with each other in this way so we can experiment. 
(Personal Note: We would like to say that although there is a strong focus in this project on technology, it is important to remember that EFFECTIVE COMMUNICATION is still the main focus and we must work out a way in each country for technology to be facilitating rather than dominating the effective change in troubled families and other situations

3.   Needs Asessment Questionnaire

Please read full reports from all countries. These show the different stages we are all at. The number of people from Scotland and the Czech Republic who replied to the use of ICT Tools Questionnaire was exactly the same: 40.

This means that it is very easy to compare the data and it is very similar.

This data and those from other countries gives a very strong mandate for 
· Creating an expanded web environment (so-called document store)
· Demonstrations of lectures/seminars on the website

There was more mixed feelings about the use of

· E-versions of questionnaires/assessment instruments

· Video conferencing

· Placing videos on websites for supervision

Some interesting points have emerged

· In general supervisors were less interested in the newer developments with trainees the most enthusiastic.

· The Czech group are slightly more positive about the use of web pages whereas the UK group are more positive about video-conferencing. We propose that these differences may be connected to familiarity.
